11.45 -12.15 - We will then visit the stables to see the famous Household Cavalry Horses, which are known as Cavalry Blacks.

12.15 -12.45 - Next a visit to the Vehicle Park to see both armoured and other vehicles used by the Regiment in their operational role.
13.00 - Lunch will be taken in the Cookhouse, with the soldiers and needs to be paid for separately (usually £2-3).

13.30 -14.00 - After lunch we will visit the Warrant Officers and Non-Commissioned Officers Mess (Sgt's Mess in other Regiments) to view Regimental Silver, Artefacts and Pictures.  Some Regimental Traditions, peculiar to the Household Cavalry will also be explained.

There may be an opportunity to purchase a bottle of Household Cavalry Port or Wine.

14.00 -14.45 - We will then return to the Museum where the staff will talk about the Ceremonial Role of the Regiment, there will also be the opportunity for a photo shoot dressed in Ceremonial Uniform.

The visit will conclude around 14.45.

N.B. All timings are subject to change due to operational or ceremonial commitments.
With the exception of a very limited number of disabled bays there is NO PARKING for private vehicles within the barracks.  Coaches and minibuses can be accommodated by prior appointment.
